The Peninsula Fire District is located on
the shores of Lake Almanor in Plumas
County.

Paramedic License or EMT-1.

Employees have a variety of
skills and qualifications including: Haz-Mat
Technician, certified divers, ALS skills and
other State Fire Marshall Certificates. Our
training and ability to pursue other
educational opportunities help us maintain
a professional level of emergency services.
