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     The Peninsula Fire District is located on 

the shores of Lake Almanor in Plumas 

County.  The district covers 6 square miles 

including a business district, rural residential 

areas, a gated community with a golf course, 

and an up and coming residential golf 

development.  The district also responds to 

emergencies on a local state highway.  The 

district averages 120-150 responses a year, 

80% being medical emergencies.

BENEFITS: Full-time employees receive 

medical, dental, and life insurance; as well 

as PERS 2% at 50 retirement, vacation, sick 

leave, holiday pay, education allowance and 

uniform allowance.  All employees service 

one year probation.
